Seattle Department of Transportation - South Spokane Street Viaduct Eastbound/4th Avenue South Off-Ramp Project, Seattle, WA As part of a subcontract with URS, serves as a Structural Inspector responsible for QA, contractor oversight, daily logs, progress reports, document approvals, construction administration. The project includes a new off-ramp from the aerial viaduct structure to ground level at South Spokane/4th Ave. South. This includes installation of new underground water piping, fire protection piping, storm drains, wet vaults, traffic control signal systems, paving, ground improvements at the new MSE wall, erection of the cast in place, segmental post tension elevated roadway section including drill shaft support columns. 
Tacoma-Narrows Bridge, Tacoma, WA As Operations Supervisor for the extensive retrofit of existing footings, concrete walls and slabs of the existing bridge.  During construction of the new structure, was responsible for new footings and concrete walls and a large outfall for the new drainage system. Structural inspections and quality assurance were constant and consistent. Streamlined various operations through value engineering, contractor coordination and control of planning, design, and operations estimation.  Other related responsibilities included safety, form design, engineering, production and scheduling. 

City of Tacoma, Broadway LID Tacoma, WA Project scope includes major infrastructure replacement for a 9 block area in downtown Tacoma.  Performed construction management services including assessment and documentation of pre-existing conditions.  Utilized engineering stationing and survey controls for accurate digital photographs with corresponding documentation.
Bybee Bridge, Portland, OR As Operation Supervisor on a three span cast-in-place box girder bridge, responsibilities included installation of piles, abutements, columns, hammerheads, false work, bottom deck, stem walls, top deck, and barrier. This project was built over an existing Highway 99 and rail yard with oversight by multiple rail companies. Strict quality control and safety measure were utilized. 

Kruse Way I-5 Interchange, Portland, OR Served as General Operations Manager for this large project involving extensive retaining walls, storm water diversion channels, and an extensive Cast-in-Place Box Girder flyover ramp for Highway 217.  Duties included concrete form design, supervision of assembly, engineering, and quality assurance inspections of completed work.  Responsible for the construction of retaining walls, diversion channels, pedestrian bridge abutments and other major components.  Scheduling duties included craft workers, equipment, subcontractors and concrete placement.  This project maintained a traffic flow of 155,000 vehicles a day and public safety was a constant concern.
